CLSC Members Only Horse Show Rules

1) CEF rules are guidleines. Judges Decision is final. 

2) Open Classes include Loping/Cantering. $30 day fee or $10/class

3) CROSS ENTRY RULES:  (1) The same rider cannot ride the same horse in walk trot and loping classes.  They can still do showmanship and games.  (2) Two riders may not SHARE the same horse except for Walk Trot, or one rider English, one rider Western (3) Riders may enter multiple horses at no extra cost, but may only enter each class once (cannot take both horses in hunter hack, trail or gymkhana) and if riding one english and another western must declare when registering which horse should collect points towards high point.  (4) Novice Equitation & Pleasure classes can be ridden English or Western and are for riders in their first year of showing, any age, and may not cross enter with the other equitation or pleasure classes or walk/trot.  If enough interest, english and western may be split.
4) Show Clothes not Required but boots must have heels, Shirts need collars and breeches or jeans only! Tack and clothing must be safe! ASTM Approved HELMETS are MANDATORY for English/Hunter & ALL riders under 18 in ALL CLASSES, & recommended for western adults.

5) TACK RULES:  Saddles and bridles should be appropriate to the discipline.  Australian stock saddles are permissible in western classes.  Side pulls, bitless bridles and bosals are allowed. Also due to the number of members who are training their horses through the show season, we do allow 2 hands on a snaffle, bosal, bitless bridle, side pull or leverage bit in western. Kimberwicks and pelhams are english only and western leverage are for western only and must have a chin strap.  No flashes or drop nosebands.  No gag bits in performance classes.  

6) NO TRAINING AIDS such as martingales or draw reins will be permitted.  Spurs or a crop no longer than 30cm will be permitted in the English and Hunter classes only.  Spurs permitted in western classes.
7) EQUITATION CLASSES will not have patterns due to the large number of entries, but the judge may ask for a halt, back up, sidepass, dropping stirrups, extension or collection.  Special Note: Walk  - 4 beats, trot - 2 beats, canter - 3 beats. Anything else and the horse is considered to not be performing the gait and should be judged accordingly. 
8) HUNTER HACK will have 3 different height classes which are not restricted to age categories, but each rider may only enter 1 class.  All competitors will have a practice jump. We respect the  judge’s right to ask a competitor to discontinue if the horse or rider appear unsafe or unprepared for the level of the class.

9) STALLIONS cannot be handled by anyone under 18

10) Show Committee or judge reserves the right to refuse any Entry. 

11) Abuse of Horses will NOT be tolerated 

12) Water is available. Bring your own bucket and feed 

13) All dogs must be kept on leashes and children must be controlled on the grounds 

14) Keeps dogs, children, umbrellas and other scary things away from the show arena fence 

15) No Galloping in the warm up areas and walking only around the trailer parking area 
16) No Horses near the bleachers or concession area.
17) No practicing on trail obstacles without  the Trail Judge’s permission.

18) No Club Memberships will be sold the day of the show. Membership deadlines are April meeting for April show, May meeting for June show and Sept 1st for Sept show.

POLICIES AND GUIDELINES

Revised January 2011

MISSION STATEMENT
Cooking Lake Saddle Club, hereinafter referred to as “CLSC”, is a non-profit organization open to English and Western riders with all breeds of horses.

The prime objective of the CLSC is to promote and encourage good horsemanship and fellowship.  The safety and well-being of all our riders and horses is a priority.

VOTING / EXECUTIVE

The Executive consists of the following positions:

President, Vice-President, Past President, Treasurer,  Secretary, Newsletter Editor, Social Convener; Membership Director, Website Manager, Horse Show Coordinator, Phone/Communications Director.  (Some of these positions may be combined.)

The executive has the option of having a maximum of five (5) directors at large, (with the possibility of alternates).  In order to be nominated and elected for the positions of President and Treasurer, it is recommended that the nominee be a member in good standing of the CLSC for a minimum of three (3) years.  It is further recommended that a one (1) year previous membership is needed for all other positions.  Each position is for a two (2) year term.  Elections should be held during the January meeting.

Release & Hold Harmless Agreement

Every participant in the Cooking Lake Saddle Club shall read this notice before signing.  No participant will be allowed to participate prior to signing this form as required.

"Inherent risks of equine activities" shall mean those dangers or conditions which are an integral part of equine activities, including, but not limited to:

(i) The propensity of any equine to behave in ways that may result in injury, harm or death to persons on or around them and/or damage to property in their vicinity;

(ii) The unpredictability of an equine's reaction to such things as sounds, sudden movement and unfamiliar objects, persons or other animals;

(iii) The equine's response to certain hazards such as surface and subsurface objects;

(iv) Collisions with other equines, animals, people and objects;

(v) The potential to act in a negligent manner that may contribute to injury to the participant or other, such as failing to maintain control over the equine or to act within his or her ability.

Neither Cooking Lake Saddle Club, the organizing committee of the event, officials, volunteers, staff nor agents shall in any way be liable for any accident, injury, damage, loss, or for any other matter that may happen to exhibitors, competitors, participants, owners, agents or to anyone on the grounds or to any animal or article brought to the grounds.  It is to be understood and agreed that by making any participation in the Cooking Lake Saddle Club, all exhibitors, competitors, participants, owners, agents and representatives acknowledge that equestrian sports involve inherent dangerous risk and do hereby indemnify and hold harmless the Cooking Lake Saddle Club, and singular, the owners, directors, officers, members, employees, agents and volunteers thereof from and against any and all loss, costs or expenses, or any claim thereof of whatever nature arising or to arise for and on account, or by reason of participant in this activity.

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MEETINGS

Meetings are to be held once each calendar month, except in the months of July and August.  Some of these meeting may be social events.

ACTIVITIES

Trail rides, Camp Outs, Guest speakers, Clinics, Workshops, Members Only Fun Horse Shows, Poker Ride (annual fund-raiser), Christmas Party, Bowling/Pizza Night, Barbecue/Barn Dance, Pool Party/Barbecue
MEMBERSHIP

Memberships are from January 1 to December 31 and should be renewed in January.  There are two (2) forms of memberships: family or single.  Family memberships include:  parents/legal guardians and their immediate family, grandparents and grandchildren.  Children that turn 18 years of age as of January 1 of that year are considered to be an adult and are required to join as a single member.  Parents are responsible for their children under the age of 18 years.  Please see page 8 of this handbook for a sample form.

Active riding members must be Alberta Equestrian Federation (AEF) members.  
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WAIVERS AND RISK ACCEPTANCE

Waiver and Risk Acceptance Forms must be signed with new membership registrations.  This waiver is good for all trail rides and CLSC functions, including club shows, as long as membership is continuous.  However, many horse shows and clinics may require that another waiver and risk acceptance form be signed.  See pages 9, 10 and 11 for examples of CLSC’s Waiver and Risk Acceptance Forms.

TRAIL ETIQUETTE 

Horses that demonstrate unsociable or unpredictable behaviour should be identified with a red tail ribbon.

The CLSC reserves the right to ask the owner/rider of such a horse to withdraw from the activity.  It is suggested for the safety of inexperienced riders and horses that dogs not be allowed on trail rides.  If dogs are present at the staging area, they must be kept on a leash.

Trail etiquette should be followed at all times.  Please refrain from the following:

1. Cantering up behind slower moving horses.

2. Crowding.

3. Passing unsafely.

4. Galloping without prior warning to others.

5. Moving off before everyone is mounted.

6. Drinking of alcoholic beverages or smoking on the trail.

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7. Littering.  Please pack out any garbage.

8. Using profane language.

9. Bringing loose foals.

10. Leaving manure in staging area.  Leave no trace.

SAFETY POLICIES

1. Safety is our main concern at horse shows, clinics and all riding events.  Horse owners and riders must take all reasonable, appropriate and prudent precautions to ensure the safety of the general public.  Members are responsible for the behavior of their mounts.  If a member’s horse damages the property or vehicle of another member or non-member, personal liability would apply.  (See page 10).

2. At trail rides and horse functions, those under 18 years of age MUST wear a C.S.A. approved helmet and heeled boots.  It is also strongly recommended that everyone over the age of 18 years of age also wear a C.S.A. approved helmet and proper footwear.

3. If a helmet has had a blow due to a fall or other accident, it is the rider’s responsibility to have it checked at a reputable outlet before using it again.

4. Children should be supervised at all CLSC events by a parent or a responsible adult.

5. Horses are to be ridden in designated areas only.

6. Horses are to be ridden at a walk or led in the staging areas.
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7. Vehicle drivers must take extreme care when driving or parking in congested areas.

8. An injured participant should be treated in a reasonable period of time. 

9. All reasonable, appropriate and prudent precautions will be taken at the scene of an accident.

10. Any two Executive Members, including a Trail Boss and/or Ring Official reserve the right to excuse participation to those demonstrating unsafe or inhumane behaviors prior, during or after any equine function.  (Reckless riding in the staging area, practicing/playing on trail class equipment without judge’s permission, …)

11. These same two Executive Members also reserve the right to request non riders (parents and other children) to cease unsafe practices in the vicinity of the horse show (playing ball too close to horses, not supervising children…)

OTHER POLICIES

1. Riders and owners are to treat their horses in a humane fashion.

2. Horse owners are responsible to maintain adequate vaccinations and worming of their horses before participating in equestrian events.  
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3. 
Horses that are known to be, or appear ill, should not be brought to equestrian events.

4. For biosecurity reasons, horses should only eat and drink from their own pails/containers.

5. Active riding members must be AEF (Alberta Equestrian Federation) members

6. Horse shows will use Equine Canada Rules as guidelines.  For a complete list of CLSC Horse Show Rules, see page 12.

CLUB DONATIONS

The CLSC will make a $25 donation towards the passing of any member’s immediate family to a charity of their choice.  The CLSC will also purchase a new baby gift for current members to the value of $25.  The money raised from the annual poker ride will be donated to STARS before Christmas each year.  The Executive and membership will decide the final amount of the donation (how much club money will be added to round out the sum.)

Other donations to groups/charities must be discussed with the club membership at a monthly meeting. Proposals for donations to individuals will not be entertained.
