Horsemanship Clinics
with Ken Schmuland

June 25 - 27

Learn techniques that will help to
relax your horse and improve his
ability to perform both simple
and complex manoeuvres.

Your horse’s head is directly con-
nected to his hind foot. When a
horse stiffens in the jaw and the
poll, he interferes with his own
hind foot.  Understanding this
connection will go a long way to
helping solve these problems and
more.

What does it mean to you?

What Horsemanship Means to Me

Horsemanship means different
things to different people! As we
travel through life with our equine
friends, we tend to add to our list
of things we need to know and
want to learn about them. My
definition of horsemanship is the
holistic approach to the care of
and relationship with horses.
Watch children enjoying their
horses and ponies. Yes, they may
ride and play on those loyal pets
for hours a day, ending up with
some tired but “spook-proof”
partners. Yes they want to jump,
enjoy the gymkhana and canter
more often than is desirable on a
trail ride. Most of those same
children share their verbal and
non-verbal thoughts with their
equines and some profound part-
nerships are formed that many
non-horsey  people, including
some horsey adults, just don't
understand.

Not all of us had the opportunity
to own a horse as children and
many like me had to go without
that daily contact and be satisfied
with weekly trips to a riding stable.
Every horse | rode through those
years, | fell in love with. As an
adult | am even more obsessed
with my love for these wonderful
animals that give us so much!
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Riding is a huge part of the enjoy-
ment | experience from being a
horse lover and owner. However,
superseding this is the joy | feel
every time | feed, touch, brush and
just watch my horses. As we all
know, they have their unique
personalities and our interactions
vary with each based on their indi-
vidual needs and sensitivities

Horsemanship is not about how
well we ride, how many ribbons
we win or how much money is
spent on the horse, it is about
respect, partnership, love, and
accountability for their welfare. It
is about putting the horse’s physi-
cal and psychological wellbeing
before our own ambitions.
Owning a horse is a privilege not a
right! Above all else, whether we
believe in God or not, having these
animals in our lives takes us closer
to something very special indeed.

Here
are the results:

2011 Halter Showmanship:
73% - yes keep as class
27% eliminate

2011 Hunter -Jumper
76% - yes keep as a class
24% - eliminate

There was more support for the
hunter/jJumper class by a small
margin. Some suggestions were
given for saving time during the
show. As a result, for the reimain-
der of 2010, we will be imple-
menting a “one refusal and you're
out” rule for jumping classes.

Another suggestion for dealing
with the time issue was having
showmanship in the first show of
the year (no hunter/jumper) and
have hunter jumper but no show-
manship in the other two shows.
This can be discussed further at a
later time.
